ANGOLAn FOREIGN MINISTER BEGINS his visit to russia
Angolan Foreign Minister, João Bernardo de Miranda, has come today to Moscow, beginning his working visit, which ends this Thursday, June 22rd.

The visit of João Miranda is taking place one month after the approval by the Angolan Council of Ministers of the inter-governmental agreement on cancelling visas for diplomatic and service passport users.

The Agreement, which enters into force right after completing all legal formalities, is aimed at reinforcing the ties of friendship and cooperation between the Republic of Angola and the Russian Federation.

During his visit, the Angolan Minister is going to have conversations with his Russian counterpart Sergei Lavrov, Secretary of the Security Council, Igor Ivanov, and Vice Premier  Alexander Zhukov.
In accordance with the program of the visit, Minister João Miranda will visit the People’s Friendship University of Russia and have meetings with its Rector, Vladimir Filippov.

The Minister’s agenda also includes a press-conference and a meeting with the Angolan Community in Moscow.
Political and diplomatic circles of the Russian capital consider the visit of João Miranda to give a new impetus to bilateral cooperation delineated in November last year during the first session of the Mixed Angolan-Russian Committee, where the Parties recognized the necessity of taking advantage of the excellent political and diplomatic relations between the two countries in order to give privilege and broaden economic, technical, scientific and cultural cooperation.

The negotiations will culminate in signing the minutes and the protocol of intentions on bilateral cooperation in the sphere of geology and mining. The Protocol envisages, among others, inventory of deposits and updating geological maps and maps of Angolan mineral resources.
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
