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THE MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL RELATIONS OF THE REPUBLIC OF ANGOLA
COMMUNIQUE
The Ministry of External Relations of the Republic of Angola, on behalf of the Angolan Government, expresses its deep concern over the decision taken by the authorities of the Democratic Republic of Congo to proceed to the indiscriminate expulsion of Angolan nationals residing legitimately on its territory, many of them for decades already.
This measure of demonstrative and retaliatory nature is excessive and far from being adequate to lawful and legitimate actions of the Angolan Government aimed at repatriation of citizens of various countries, among them citizens of the Democratic Republic of Congo, who reside illegally on the Angolan territory and are engaged in unauthorized exploration and traffic of diamonds, as well as in other illicit activities that violate law and public order causing serious damage to the national economy, environment and stability.

The Ministry of External Relations of the Republic of Angola appeals to the authorities of the Democratic Republic of Congo to observe International Law and to assure that the return of the Angolan citizens should be well organized and their lives and properties be duly respected. 
The competent authorities of the Republic of Angola are taking all and every measure to accomodate their citizens and to minimize the precarious humanitarian situation in which they found themselves so unexpectedly.
Meanwhile, until the situation is clarified, it was decided to cancel all flights of the Angolan Airlines TAAG to the Democratic Republic of Congo.
The Ministry of External Relations of the Republic of Angola declares that the Angolan Government has come out with a proposal to hold a meeting between delegations of the two countries to analise the situation and on the basis of International Law, find solutions satisfactory for both of the Parties.
